LEGAL ACTS REGULATING THE REGIONAL
DEVELOPMENT POLICY IN CROATIA

1. Act on Areas of Special State Concern (ASSC)'?® deter-
mines ASSCsin order to eliminate consequences of war, stimulate
populationreturnand demographicand economic progress,and
generallytoneartheirlevel of developmenttothe national average.
Assistanceisintended for naturaland legal persons having residen-
ce/permanentresidence orregistered seatin ASSCs, whicharelocal
self-governmentsfittinginto one of three categories. Thefirsttwo
groups comprise territories of towns and municipalities occupied
during the Homeland War. For the third group criteria relate to:
economicdevelopment, structural difficulties,demographicsanda
setof special criteria (municipalities near the borderwhich became
astateborderfollowing Croatia’sindependence,and mined munici-
palities that do not quality for the first two groups).

Development of ASSCsis pursued through thefollowing: hou-
sing carefor certain segments of the population (granting of houses,
apartments, land for building and construction material); tax relief
fortransaction and acquirement ofimmovable property, tax relief
oninheritance and gifts; ceding to local units of revenue taxand
profittaxrevenuesrealized ontheirterritory;and compensation for
exploitation of mineral raw materials.

The Act evolved with time, allowing for the inclusion of all
territory lagging behind.However, itfalls short of an effective tool of
regionaldevelopmentasitfails to regulateissues crucial to building
a coherent system of managing development activities.

2. The Act on Hilly and Mountainous Areas'? defines anot-
hersetofareasrequiring special Government concern.The Actlists
local self-government units having the status of hilly-mountainous
areasand whose developmentis not regulated by other legislati-
on.Thedevelopmentfocusison stimulating demographicrecon-
struction, creating preconditions fora better usage of naturaland
economicresourcesinordertoachieve socio-economicgrowthand
development,and ensuring preservation of biologicaland landscape
diversity.

Measuresenvisaged are thefollowing:rightof harvesting forest
fruitforfree;advantagetoexercise the rightforlease of agricultural
andforestlandand othernatural resources;advantagetoleaseand
exercise theright of fishing; compensation forexploitation of mine-
ral raw materials; tax relief on profitand revenue, granting of tax
revenuesfrom revenuetaxand profit tax tolocal unitsin hilly-mo-
untainousareas,and the right of priority at purchase of wood from
thewood massfor natural andlegal personsin thisarea performing
activities of wood processing and woodworking.

3. The Act on Reconstruction and Development of the Town
of Vukovar'* seeks to remove consequences of the Homeland War
which had completely devastated thistown.Measures mostly relate
tothefollowing:reconstruction of buildingsdamaged ordestroyed
inthe war; de-mining; return of refugees and displaced persons;
employmentand opening of new jobs; introduction of information
technologyto economicand social entitiesand bodies of stateand
local administration; technical and technological modernisation;
educationandvocationaltraining; developmentofentrepreneurship;
